RIVER RIDGE WINS STATE FFA MEATS EVALUATION & TECHNOLOGY CONTEST

MADISON, WIS., June 16, 2010 – The River Ridge FFA Chapter was named the state winning FFA Meats Evaluation & Technology Career Development Event Team.  Team members include: Alicia Bradley, Kelli Cliff, Trevor Price and Abbey Zimmer.  The top competing individual was, Evertt Schwer from the Fennimore FFA Chapter.      
A written exam tests knowledge of meat selection, storage, cooking, nutrition and safety, and the formulation of the least-cost combination of making either hamburger or wieners of bologna.  Students also identify cuts of meat by species (beef, pork or lamb), retail trade name and prime cut identification.  Six carcasses comprise the quality, yield grading and carcass pricing class.  Students also evaluate two carcasses or cut classes.
The team will now compete for plaques and individual medals at the National FFA Evaluation Career Development Events to be held in October in Indianapolis, Indiana during the 83rd National FFA Convention.
